Challenge

Southern California Edison (SCE), a US electric utilities company, wanted to
update an existing intranet site built in HTML to provide centralised support
for quick and easy solutions to the company’s 800 in-house applications.

Solution

After looking at numerous pre-packaged knowledge management solutions,
Jason Shea, SCE’s IT Specialist decided on Macromedia products to build an
application customised to their needs.

Shea used Dreamweaver to lay out the entire site, leveraging Cascading Style
Sheets instead of tables. He then used Active Server Pages (ASP).Net and
Microsoft SQL Server to create a database on the back end. He also used
Dreamweaver to build a keyword search engine by creating a data set with a
custom SQL statement. Dreamweaver was again used to implement forms
authentication which gives him control over who can log into the administration
section to edit documents in specific sites on each template without worrying
about breaking the design.
